Getting Started
-Don’t be overwhelmed by purchasing a home!

-This guide is meant to help you understand the important aspects of buying a home

-To begin the process you should understand some of these often used terms:

Credit– Means you are using someone else’s money to pay for things. It also means you are making a promise to repay the money (the loan) to the person or company that loaned you the money (the creditor or lender).

Good credit-Means that you make your loan payments on time and you repay your debts as promised.

Credit report- A report of an individual's credit history prepared by a credit bureau and used by a lender in determining a loan applicant's creditworthiness.
Mortgage- A type of loan used to pay for your home, with specified payment periods and interest rates determined by Loan Provider. (see the list of  preferred lenders or loan providers at the end)
Down Payment- A portion of the price of a home, usually between 3-20% of the house price, that you pay upfront and not borrowed from the bank (not a formal loan). The larger the down payment, the less money you need to borrow, which means a lower monthly payment.
Interest Rates– The percentage of additional money a home buyer must pay to the lending agency in agreement of the amount lent.  The rate is determined by a number of factors including your credit score, government regulations, and the type/amount of the loan issued.  Interest rates are usually applied to the monthly mortgage payment.
Homeownership Counseling-  A broad range of services provided by many different agencies to help people through the process of  finding and buying a house.  Homeownership counseling can include: financial literacy, mortgage counseling, referrals to mortgage companies, home buying workshops and help you find an area you can afford.  The back of this pamphlet lists a number of agencies that provide homeownership counseling in Baltimore city. 
 Getting your money in order
-The financial aspect of purchasing a home can seem scary, yet with practical help and resources, you will be on the right track to paying for your new home.

-Don’t let prior bad credit discourage you, because there are ways to improve your credit and  secure an affordable loan.

-Here are some terns you will find when researching the money aspect of buying a home:
Annual percentage rate (APR)- The cost of a mortgage stated as a yearly rate; includes such items as interest, mortgage insurance, and loan origination fee (points).
Appraisal- A written analysis of the estimated value of a property prepared by a qualified appraiser.
Appraiser- A person qualified by education, training, and experience to estimate the value of real property and personal property.
Home Equity Loan- a loan secured by a second deed of trust on a house, typically used as a home improvement loan.

Lender- The bank, mortgage company, or mortgage broker offering the loan.

Principal- Amount of debt, not including interest. The face value of a note or mortgage.

Private Mortgage Insurance (PMI)- Insurance provided by non-government insurers that protects lenders against loss if a borrower defaults. Fannie Mae generally requires private mortgage insurance for loans with loan-to-value (LTV) percentages greater than 80%.

Term- The period of time which covers the life of the loan. For example, a 30 year fixed loan has a term of 30 years.

 Getting the House


-You are now one step closer to understanding the process of  buying a home!  

-Below is a list of  homeownership counseling centers located in Baltimore.  

-These centers are designed to help individuals and families understand the home buying process and to offer advice about your financial situation and things to think about when buying a home.  

Before the list of homeownership counseling centers are some words that you might hear during your session at the counseling center.

Equity -  A homeowner's financial interest in a property. Equity is the difference between the fair market value of the property and the amount still owed on its mortgage.

Contract- An oral or written agreement to do or not to do a certain thing.  A contract is usually created between a buyer and a seller stating the amount the house will be bought for and the timeline.

Title- The evidence (according to a document) one has of right to possession of land and the house.

Closing- A meeting at which a sale of a property is finalized by the buyer signing the mortgage documents and paying closing costs.  Also called "settlement.  Congratulations-the house is yours!
